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Where do you want to go?  How often 
have we heard our friends, family, and 
others ask that question?  The desire to 
see new places, to meet new people, to 
experience different cultures, and to  
explore the larger world remain deeply 
embedded in the human spirit and  
imagination.  Books about travel to  
various U.S. cities and to foreign lands 
remain popular for this key reason:  they 
open up a world of discovery! 
 

Perhaps a more important question  
today, given the current economic  
situation, is this:  I would love to travel, 
but can I afford it?  Here’s where the li-
brary becomes the gateway and passport 
to new experiences.  After all, we all  
remember how our imaginations were 
stimulated as children during reading and 
at story hours.  We can still  
experience that same imagined world by using the resources of the library and 
the archives.  We can even imagine what life was like “back then” when we 
seek out historical information and do some research on the past.  And we can 
imagine what the future might be even though we haven’t traveled to that 
point in time just yet. 
 

Yes, the library and archives can help answer the question, “Where do you 
want to go?”  They will help you get there, even if you cannot physically 
travel, because of the resources available to answer your information needs. 
 

I personally have experienced both types of travel:  physically to new cities 
and different cultures – and to the library where my reading and my  
imagination have provided answers to my quest for knowledge.  And in my 
new role as FOLA Chair, I invite you to travel as a Friend by becoming a 
FOLA member in support of the library and archives.  After all, using the  
library and archives is a great, economical way to travel. Where do you want 
to go?

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The Scharchburg Archives recently obtained the  
Purple Cow murals that hung in the restaurant in the 
Durant Hotel during the 1940’s-1950’s. The murals 
depict the “Purple Cow” in a series of settings with a 
short rhyme underneath each of the scenes. There are 
seven different scenes. The most important depiction 
is one which speaks of a Professor at General Motors 
Tech. The illustration shows the cow at a blackboard 
that adds up AC Sparkplug, Fisher Bodies, Chevrolet 
and Buick to equal General Motors. 
 
The oil on canvas murals were the work of Flint artist 
Rodolphe LaRiviere, known by his friends as Rudy. 
Rudy began polishing his talent at an early age,  
illustrating the yearbook at Central High School. He 
went on to attend General Motors Institute where he 
was one of the first to study in the automotive design 
course. 

 
 
LaRiviere was employed at 
AC Sparkplug and during 
World War II created a  
series of War Posters to 
boost morale and support 
for the war effort. LaRiviere 
remained a part of the art 
community in Flint until his 
death at the age of 71 in the 
1980’s. 
 
The Archives will be seek-
ing assistance from FOLA 
and other donors to preserve 
and mount the panels for 
exhibit.

On Thursday morning, September 10th, 
librarians and library advocates from 
around the state gathered outside the 
Capitol building in Lansing to voice their 
concern for the proposed cuts in Michi-
gan library services under Governor 
Granholm’s August Executive Order.  
With many wearing red t-shirts stating 
“Protect Michigan Libraries,” the group 
collectively shouted, “Please save MeL,” 
to carry home the message that one of the 
most vital services of the Library of 
Michigan, the Michigan Electronic Li-

brary (MeL) must be spared the budget-
cutting axe.  MeL is a free service to all 
Michigan residents and includes several 
free electronic databases available to all 
libraries, including the Kettering Univer-
sity Library.  Thanks to the numerous 
voices speaking on behalf of the library 
community it now appears that the  
Governor has amended her Executive 
Order to spare MeL from the list of  
proposed budget cuts. It remains to be 
seen whether the Library of Michigan 
and its current structure will be spared.  
One thing is clear from the rally and  
support for libraries:  at a time when 
Michigan citizens need libraries to     
provide free access to information during 
the current economic downturn, now is 
the time to protect library services to  
Michigan citizens, especially the  
Michigan Electronic Library (MeL).
